Abstract

Among the countries in the world, Taiwan's land area is roughly the same as
that of the Netherlands and Switzerland, its total population is roughly the
same as that of Australia and the Netherlands, its total economic scale is
roughly the same as that of Switzerland and Belgium, and its military strength
is higher than that of Sweden and Canada.
